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7. Tuition fees and course registration

The exchange students register their courses during the orientation period after arrival.

Students are required to enroll more than seven 90-minute classes per week.

*As to most of the courses, 15 times 90-minute-class is equivalent of 2 credits. Some

other courses offer 1 credit for 15 times 90-minute-class.

8. Living expenses

The average living expenses of international students at Ibaraki University range
roughly from 50,000JPY to 100,000JPY per month. (The exact amount of the

expenses varies depending on one’s choice of housing, meal expense, etc.)

9. Health insurance

Exchange students are required to sign up the two kinds of insurance listed below just

after their arrival.

(1) “National Health Insurance”

Exchange students are required to be enlisted in the “National Health Insurance.”

The insurance premiums are around 2,000JPY per month.

Once you are enlisted in this insurance, you will pay only 30 % of incurred medical

costs as out-of-pocket expenditures for healthcare.

(2) “Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research

(PAISPER).”

Additionally, they are required to purchase the “Personal Accident Insurance for

Students Pursuing Education and Research (PAISPER). The insurance premiums

are around 1,500JPY for the period of their stay (one or two semesters).

However, the range of activities covered under PAISPER is limited. Therefore, we

recommend that exchange students buy some additional insurance for study abroad

with a broader coverage.

10. Housing
(1) Dormitory
Exchange students are given priority for living in a university dormitory.
Monthly Rent: 5,900JPY ~ 20,400JPY
Monthly Common Fee: 1,000JPY
Cleaning Fee for the period of their stay: 16,000JPY

(2) Private apartment
If no room at the dormitory is available, applicants will need to rent a private
apartment near the campus.
Monthly rent costs mostly in the 30,000JPY to 40,000JPY range.

11. Notification of the results of applications
The result of the final selection by Ibaraki University will be announced to the partner
university according to the schedule as follows.

12. Student visa
Once their eligibilities have been confirmed, we will send you letters of acceptance and
the document issued by the Japanese Immigration Service, called a “Certificate of

Eligibility,” both of which are needed to apply for a student visa.
