31st in the following year. At Gifu University, the academic year
divides into two semesters: spring and fall. The detailed class
schedule may differ among the faculties; the spring semester classes
typically begin in early April and run until late July or early August,
while the fall semester classes begin in early October and run until
late January or early February. Final exams are normally scheduled

in the last week of each semester.
