v English language proficiency equal to or greater
than IELTS level 5

v You are ineligible if you have previously attended a
summer or spring program at Kumamoto University

@ Program Fee

Participation Fee: 100,000 Japanese Yen

Students from the following countries who have a GPA
of 2.3 or more (based on the JASSO GPA scale) may be
eligible to receive a scholarship worth 80,000 Yen:

Students may not receive any other scholarships for
this program which exceed 80,000 Yen.

* Please note that the number of scholarships
available is limited. Scholarships will be awarded
based on the applicants’ GPA scores.
