4. Certificate of enrollment issued by applicant’s home university
5. Official transcript of academic record issued by applicant’s home university
*For all grades. Mark subjects that are related to the Japanese language or Japanese culture.
6. Letter of recommendation written by the President or Dean of the applicant’s home university
(addressed to the President of Utsunomiya University (the President’s name is Tsukasa IKEDA)

7. Documents verifying that the applicant has studied the Japanese language or Japanese culture for
at least one year. (Only for those who cannot verify by the official transcript of academic record
that they studied the Japanese language or Japanese culture for a total of at least one year at a
university.)

8. Certificate of JLPT (N1 or N2) (*In principle, passed within the past 2 years.)

9. Certificate of health (attached form)

The documents above must be printed at A4 size and prepared in Japanese or English. Typing is

preferable to handwriting. If any documents are prepared in any other language, attach a Japanese

translation to each document.
