Allowable number of units Exchange students are required to take a minimum of 12 units
and a maximum of 18 units. Most subjects have 3 (American)
credits or 6 ECTS.

Course Restrictions Undergraduate exchange students are NOT allowed to take
graduate- level courses. However, graduate exchange students
are allowed to take undergraduate-level courses.

Credit and Grading System The Ateneo de Manila University uses the American Credit
System. One subject usually carries 3 credit units. One unit of
credit is equal to one hour lecture or two to four hours of
laboratory per week for the period of a complete semester.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1.  Will our students be able to choose classes to enroll in?
Yes. Students will be given a list of available courses for this particular semester and the
Course Preference Form (CPF). Students will be asked to choose 10 subjects that they would
want to enroll in. Please note that most courses have 3 credits. International exchange
students must take a minimum of 12 units per semester. Maximum is 15-18 units.

2. Will courses be in English?
Yes, 99% of courses will be taught in English.

3. Will there be an “orientation program”, where students will be informed about all relevant
matters?

Yes, please refer to the schedule above or wait for our email on the details for this.

4. Aside from the academic classes, will there be activities for exchange students to participate
in?
Yes. The University Partnerships and Internationalization (UPI) together with the Ateneo
Student Exchange Council (ASEC), the student arm of the UPI, will facilitate activities such
as Cultural Sensitivity talks, interaction and discussion, and immersion activities. A student
buddy will also be assighed to an exchange student to assist during enlistment, load
revision, and other school-related activities.
